Design size 48h x 48w.

Fabric

The model of Happy Easter in the photograph was stitched on 14 count Zweigart Aida
in antique white - the design can also be stitched over two threads on 28 count even-
weave or linen fabric. When buying your fabric, allow at least 10cm (4in) all round the
design for mounting and framing,.

Design size

48w x 48h

Threads

One skein of DMC Stranded Cotton in each of the following colours: 444 dark lemon,
704 bright chartreuse, 740 tangerine, 798 dark Delft blue, 910 dark emerald green, 996
medium electric blue, 3607 medium orchid, 3837 ultra dark lavender, 3799 very dark
pewter grey

One spool of Kreinik #8 braid in 002 gold

You will also need a tapestry needle size 26 for working the embroidery and a crewel
needle size 10 (or short beading needle) for applying the beads and charm included in
the chart pack and an oddment of stranded cotton in a colour to match the fabric.
Please read the enclosed brass charms fact sheet.

Working the embroidery

1 Work a horizontal and vertical row of tacking stitches across the fabric to mark the
centre of the design.

2 Beginning at the centre, work the design in cross stitch from the chart using two
strands of thread (or one length of gold braid) in the tapestry needle. Each square of
the grid represents one fabric block (or two threads if you are stitching on evenweave
fabric or linen) and each thread symbol on the chart represents one complete cross
stitch.

3 When all the cross stitch has been completed, work the linear details in back stitch.
All back stitches are indicated with heavy lines on the chart - use two strands of 3799
for the lettering and one strand of the same thread to work the rest of the outlines.
Applying the beads

The beads are indicated by different circular symbols on the chart. Using one strands of
3799 in the crewel needle, attach each bead with a half cross stitch going through the
bead from top left to bottom right of the fabric block, then

repeat the stitch to fix the bead firmly in place.

Applying the charm

Finally, attach the top of the charm in the position indicated by the solid square symbol
on the chart between the ‘P’ and ‘Y’ of ‘HAPPY*. Work two or three straight stitches
from each corner of the fabric block going through the loop of the charm and into the
centre of the block. Use two strands of thread matching the fabric colour threaded in
the crewel or beading needle.
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
